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w interesy ekonomiczne. System taki powinien chroni¢ wierzycieli przed nieso-
lidnymi dluznikami, ale jednocze$nie umozliwia¢ dtuznikom-przedsiebiorcom
splate zadluzenia na sprawiedliwych zasadach, bez nadmiernego, prowadzacego
wylacznie do upadku ekonomicznego ich obciazenia.

Konsument, dochodzac swojej sprawiedliwosci, a zatem korzystajac z proce-
dur ochronnych i uzyskujac korzystne (sprawiedliwe) dla siebie orzeczenie sadu,
nie bierze pod uwage tego, ze dla przedsiebiorcy owo orzeczenie niekoniecznie
bedzie sprawiedliwe, poniewaz de facto ogranicza jego swobode i dazenie do mak-
symalizacji zysku. Rola panstwa jest godzenie takich sprzecznosciiczynienie tego
w sposoéb niepowodujacy nadmiernego uszczuplania swobody przedsiebiorcéw,
z drugiej za$ strony nie stwarzajacy konsumentom (nabywcom) zbyt szerokiej
sfery uprawnien, ktére z punktu widzenia przedsiebiorcéw generowatyby po ich
stronie ucigzliwe dla nich obowigzki i w rezultacie stan taki wywotywalby poczu-
cie niesprawiedliwosci wsréd prowadzacych dziatalnosé gospodarcza.
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SOCIAL JUSTICE AND ECONOMIC ACTIVITY

Justice is a category which empowerment is located in a man, and consequently in hu-
man groups - communities and organizations created by people. It is commonly accepted
that justice means: relationships between people or their institutions, proper distribution
of goods, impartiality, adequate decisions making, applying the same moral and ethical
measures to own behavior and the behavior of other people and using the same criteria to
the assessment of the behavior of different social actors. Justice is also such organization of
social and economic system that provides everyone with an equal access to different kinds
of goods, services, intangibles or at least with a chance for equal (fair) access. In relation to
the economy and economic activity, justice is combined with equality to a significant ex-
tent. It is about equal opportunities for starting business, equal opportunities to obtain the
right position in the area of the economy and to maintain this position as well as the equal
rights and obligations of entrepreneurs engaged in economic activity. Justice in economic
activity should also be combined with the need (necessity) to meet legal requirements.
Social justice is a concept characterizing the principle expressed in the Constitution. This
principle should be treated as a condition and a requirement addressed to the legislator to
create a system of law and legal order, including formal law, according to the principle of
social justice.
