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PROTECTION OF ECOLOGICAL CONNECTIVITY AS A FUNCTION
OF THE CONSTITUTIONAL PRINCIPLE OF SUSTAINABLE
DEVELOPMENT ON THE EXAMPLE OF ECOLOGICAL CORRIDORS

The article exposes the thesis of the need to ensure ecological connectivity in order to
maintain the biological diversity for sustainable use of its components. In practice, the pro-
tection of ecological connectivity is possible by using appropriately designed and applied
instruments such as ecological corridors. According to Polish law, an ecological corridor is
an area that enables migration of plants, animals and fungi. In compliance with ecosystem
approach, an ecological corridor is a legal instrument for the maintenance of biological
diversity and the means for achieving sustainable development as a kind of the ,constitu-
tional guideline” of socio-economic and political state issues.
