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VII. Podsumowanie

Jak wida¢, polskie prawo cywilne — zaréwno materialne, jak i procesowe —
zawiera wiele rozwigzan, ktére moga znalez¢ zastosowanie w przypadku przy-
wlaszczenia tozsamosci osoby fizycznej. Wydaje sig, ze nie jest konieczne formu-
towanie postulatow de lege ferenda w omawianym spektrum. Jest to raczej kwestia
stosowania prawa, w tym jego wykladni, do zmieniajacych sie uwarunkowan
spolecznych i rynkowych. Z pewnoscig jest wazne odpowiednie wspoélgranie
dziatan prokuratury (policji) i pokrzywdzonego, tak aby ten ostatni moégt w efek-
tywny sposéb dochodzi¢ roszczen lub broni¢ praw na drodze cywilnej. Wazna
jest tez — wspomniana na wstepie — , profilaktyka”, tj. odpowiednie zabezpiecze-
nia danych osobowych lub weryfikacja potencjalnych kontrahentéw.
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NATURAL PERSON’S PERSONALITY THEFT — FEW REMARKS
UNDER CIVIL LAW

There is not much attention paid in Polish legal doctrine or jurisprudence to the prob-
lem of personality (identity) theft within the framework of civil law. As the Polish Criminal
Code includes article 190a § 2 which penalizes such conduct, there are no specific provi-
sions on the matter in the Civil Code, the Code of Civil Procedure or other legal acts.
Hence the issue must be discussed by reference to multiple rules and regulations, includ-
ing infringement of personal (moral) rights, existence and validity of contracts, protection
of personal data, declaration of intent defects or civil litigation.

The purpose of the article is to gather said issues in one scholarly publication and pre-
sent possible ways of dealing with personality theft with civil law instruments. At first,
already mentioned article 190a § 2 of the Polish Criminal Code is described as the base
point of further deliberations. It is followed by an overall description of research problem,
including remarks on solutions applied in the US and the UK. Points IV and V are entirely
devoted to means of protection of the injured, both the person whose personality was
stolen and the alleged contractors. The article closes with the proposal of certain types of
evidence which may be used in civil litigation as well as general de lege lata comments on
Polish legislation.
