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STATE RESPONSIBILITY FOR NUCLEAR DAMAGE

The use of nuclear technology carries the risk of nuclear damage. The Chernobyl dis-
aster in 1986 made the international community aware of how enormous consequences
could follow a nuclear disaster. At present, North Korea is threatening to use nuclear weap-
ons. There are many international conventions on civil liability in nuclear activities that
operate on the basis of several common principles. This is the operator of the nuclear in-
stallations who bears overall and absolute responsibility in this regard. Therefore, it is not
required to prove fault. The general jurisdiction is exercised by the state in which a nuclear
accident has occurred. In case of international public-law claims, the compensation is pos-
sible in accordance with public international law.
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
