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Saare z Republika Federalng Niemiec z dniem 1 11957 1., nadajac temu obszarowi
status kraju zwiazkowego.

Zmiana statusu panstwowego Saary wymagala réwniez zmiany konstytucji
krajowej. Nastapilo to na podstawie ustawy z 20 XII 1956 1. o zmianie konstytucji
Saary. Zmiana polegala na dopasowaniu konstytucji z 15 XII 1947 r. do nowej
regulacji i stosunkéw politycznych oraz zasad zawartych w Ustawie Zasadniczej
REN, a w szczeg6lnoéci do art. 28 Ustawy Zasadniczej. Miedzy innymi art. 60
konstytucji Saary stanowi od tej pory, ze Saara jest krajem zwigzkowym REN. Po-
mimo formalnego wlaczenia Saary do obszaru panstwowego RFN, istniala nadal
unia celna i walutowa tego kraju z Francja, zgodnie z umowa pomiedzy Repu-
blika Francuska a Saara z 27 X 1956 r. Unia ta trwala do 5 VII 1959 r., kiedy Saara
zostala zespolona z REN takze pod wzgledem gospodarczym.

Dalszy rozwdj konstytucyjny krajow doprowadzit do utworzenia organéw
strefowych, najpierw w strefie amerykanskiej, a nastepnie organéw dwustrefo-
wych (strefa amerykanska i brytyjska — tzw. Bizonia), natomiast w 1949 r. zostala
utworzona Republika Federalna Niemiec obejmujgca trzy strefy zachodnie. Na
obszarze strefy radzieckiej utworzone zostalo odrebne panstwo — Niemiecka Re-
publika Demokratyczna. Doszlo wiec w ten spos6b do rozbicia jednosci panstwo-
wej Niemiec. Stan ten przetrwal do 1990 r., kiedy nastapilo zjednoczenie Nie-
miec na podstawie decyzji wszystkich czterech panstw alianckich oraz obydwu
panstw niemieckich; terytorium NRD zostalo wiaczone do Republiki Federal-
nej Niemiec. W nowym zjednoczonym panstwie niemieckim obowiazuje nadal
Ustawa Zasadnicza RFN z 23 V 1949 1., przy czym dokonano w niej niezbednych
zmian wynikajacych z faktu zjednoczenia.
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FORMATION OF GERMAN STATES IN THE WESTERN
OCCUPATION ZONES AFTER WORLD WARII

A state (Land) is a traditional territory unit which was present in the history of the ter-
ritorial division of Germany. The division into states existed from the Middle Ages, which
meant that Germany was a federal state, and in some periods it was a confederation. Even
after World War II, the division was maintained, but in a completely new shape, which
was decided by the Allies. First, the territory of Germany was divided for the occupation
purpose into four zones. Berlin was separated from the Soviet zone and divided into four
sectors. The main purpose of the Allied Powers was to create a new German state authori-
ties at all levels of government.
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The internal development of western occupational zones was conditioned by the po-
litical objectives of individual countries, so it proceeded in a differentiated manner dem-
onstrating specific features in each zone. One of the common features of this development
was the establishment by all powers, although at different times, the states (lands) as the
country’s new territorial units. The new division in most cases did not coincide with the
borders of the already existing German states. As well as the earlier division into zones,
also this time the decision was taken in an arbitrary manner. It was dependent primarily
on the interests of the Allies. In western zones, the formation of states was completed
in 1947, the earliest in the American zone, as already in 1945. In all three western zones
twelve states were established, four states in each zone, including two city-states Bremen
and Hamburg.

The division into states established by the Allies has generally remained until today,
with the exception of Baden-Wiirttemberg, which was created in 1951 by the merger of the
three states of the south-western Germany: Baden-Wiirttemberg (American zone), Wiirt-
temberg-Hohenzollern and South Baden (French zone). In all these states democratic elec-
tions were carried out, both at the municipal and the national level. In all states national
constitutions were adopted, which were subsequently approved by referenda.
